The presentation must be given in the language of the
title submitted.

You can
therefore choose from the following three options:

e a20 minute presentation on one of the above subjects (max. 15 minutes for the presentation itself
and 5 minutes for questions);

e A poster and a 90 second presentation to the assembly (1 slide; free choice of subject);

e Alightning talk to the assembly (free choice of subject).
Definition: a lightning talk is a 5-minute presentation accompanied by 15 slides projected
automatically every 20 seconds. For examples see: lightning talks UseR 2017
